Paul Artrip “ The Rum Daddy” held a 

ticketed rum and cocktail tasting as part of the NEPHC, featuring 14 - yes, that's right, 

14 different sugar cane spirits plus some samples of cocktails. 
 

Paul is a well-known rummier and rum aficionado along with his passion for all pre-

mium spirits and mixology.  His extensive spirits collection includes over 200 rums, 

rons, rhums, and cachacas.  

  

Many Frozen Fin members chose to attend this event and savored sips of various rums 

that had a lovely smokiness with hints of coffee, fruits and Caribbean spices including 

vanilla, nutmeg and cinnamon. I had many little cups of Sample #12 

Prichard’s Peach Mango Rum which was my favorite but variety is the 

spice of life.

Start Your Day with a Ti'Punch  
There are many versions of the Rum Punch but the classic Caribbean 
rum-punch follows the rhyme: 1 sour, 2 sweet, 3 strong, 4 
weak .  What this means is: 
 1 part sour (lime juice) 
 2 parts sweet (cane or other sweet syrup) 
 3 parts strong (rum, of course), and 
 4 parts weak (water) 
 
The first 3 parts also should not vary, where you can get creative is with the 4 parts weak. This could be water, but water 
doesn't bring a lot of flavor to the party. You could go with cranberry juice, orange juice, pineapple juice, mango juice, 
passion fruit, or any other type of tropical juices.

Add maple syrup and bourbon.  

Stir gently, then add a slash of 

club soda.   

Maple Syrup Pudding                                                  Recipe  from Ginger Isham, Maple Grove Farm, Williston, VT. 

Mix together:  

1 c. flour  

1/2 tsp. salt  

1 1/2 tsp. baking powder  

1/4 c. dark brown sugar  

1/2 c. milk  

1 tsp. vanilla  

1/4 c. melted butter 

Place batter in 1-quart casserole. Sprinkle with raisins or chopped nuts. In a saucepan, bring 3/4 c. maple 

syrup and 1/3 c. water to a boil. Pour this over the batter and bake in 350 degree oven for 35-40 minutes. 

Serve warm with light cream.
